32nd Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Mark 12:38-44 

“For in him we live, and move, and 

have our being…” 

 

The scriptures today invite us to reflect on the generosity 
of God. God always provides. The story of the two wid-
ows, one in the Old Testament and the other in the New 
Testament, reflects God’s generosity. In the first reading 
the widow at Zarephath, trusts the stranger; prophet Eli-
jah, and she shared all she had, her whole lifeline and 
that of her son. As a result, God provides. She is reward-
ed with more than she could imagine. In our generation 
God still provides in many ways. We only need to reflect 
on life and our lives and we realize indeed God provides. 
“For in him we live, and move, and have our be-
ing…” (Acts 17:28) In the Gospel the poor widow, in a 
way, also took a risk and offered all from her poverty. As 
a result she is rewarded, not materially but more than she 
could imagine. She is noticed by Jesus, who in turn pub-
licly recognizes and praises her before everyone in the 
temple. The question is, do I catch the eye of Jesus right 
now to deserve His praise? 
Our generosity must be founded in God. God, in His son 
Jesus Christ, took our nature and embraced poverty so as 
to save us from damnation. “Though He was God, He did 
not count the equality with God something to cling 
on…” (Phil. 2:6)

Sacrament of Baptism 
The Sacrament of Baptism for infants is administered upon request. Parents and 
Godparents must attend an evening class on Baptism in the Catholic Church. 

Please contact the pastor and set up an appointment for this class at least a month 
in advance. At least one parent must be a practicing Catholic for their child to be 
baptized in the Catholic Church. Godparents must be at least 16 years of age, and 

at least one must be a practicing Catholic. 

Sacrament of Marriage 
A couple wishing to marry must contact the priest at least six months before the 
desired wedding date. According to the guidelines of our diocese, you should not 
make absolute plans for a specific wedding date until after meeting with the pastor. 
The couple will be required to attend a marriage preparation course which will in-
clude at least one formal program such as an Engaged Encounter weekend or the 

Sponsor Couple Program. 

Sacraments to the Home-Bound 
Please inform the pastor or the parish office if you know of anyone who is home-bound, so that we can insure that they are afforded ample opportunities to receive the     

Sacraments. We would rather be notified by several people than to not be notified at all, so please don’t presume that someone else has already notified us.
